     The following is the form signed by Associates of the United Lodge of 
Theosophists:

Children should above all be taught self-reliance, love for 
all men, altruism, mutual charity, and more than anything 
else, to think and reason for themselves.  We would 
reduce the purely mechanical work of the memory to an 
absolute minimum, and devote the time to the 
development and training of the inner senses, faculties 
and latent capacities.  We would endeavour to deal with 
each child as a unit, and to educate it so as to produce 
the most harmonious and equal unfoldment of its powers, 
in order that its special aptitudes should find their full 
natural development.
